
Every resident of the mountain and university town of 
Clausthal-Zellerfeld, as well as all students, have access to 
the municipal library. 
 
Guests receive a warm welcome. 
 
For registration, please bring you identity card (personal ID) 
with you. 
 
Every user, or their legal representative, is required to sign 
and adhere to the library’s rules and regulations during 
registration. Adolescents under the age of 16 must have 
their registration signed by a legal guardian.  
 
After registration, each person receives a reading card, 
which must be presented when using the Library. 
 
Any change of address must be communicated to the library 
no later than before the next book borrowing. Administrative 
fees will be charged for reissuing the library card in case of 
loss and damage. 
 
The loss of the library card must be reported to the library 
immediately. 
 
The library card is not transferable. 
 
 
 
Bags must be stored in the cloakroom before entering the 
library premises.  
 
All media are freely accessible and can be chosen by the 
users themselves. 
 
The library staff provide information and offer advice upon 
request for the selection of media.                              

The book collection in the adult section, as well as the ga-
mes, are only available to users who are 16 years old or 
above. 
 
 
 
The loan period is 4 weeks. 
DVDs can only be borrowed for 1 week.

The loan period for media (excluding DVDs) can be exten-
ded twice if there are no prior reservations.  
 
Already borrowed books can be ordered in advance. 
 
Every user is obligated to treat the borrowed media and all 
library facilities with care, in the interest of all patrons. 
 
If, despite all care, a medium is damaged, please do not 
repair it by yourself. Inform us! 
 
For lost, heavily soiled, or damaged media, the user (or legal 
representative) is required to provide full replacement.
